PART ONE 
We would like you to design your character based on the dialogue below. Create a character and 
deliver the lines as he/she would. Think about the dialogue and the reaction the OTHER character 
may have to you. Who is the antagonist? Are you cheeky? Straight laced? Sarcastic?  Complacent? 
Make sure that you create a back story and know why you are playing the character that way. We 
have removed all punctuation to give you 100% creative licence.  
Please play this for STAGE. 
 
Boy:  It’s your fault that we are here  
Girl:  No it’s not 
Boy:   You shouldn’t talk to me in class you know that we always get caught 
Girl:  No I know you always get caught and then dob the other person in  
Boy:  Don’t turn this around on me 
Girl: So what did you want to talk to me about 
Boy:  I didn’t want to talk to you you spoke to me remember  
Girl: Nope 
Boy: You are so infuriating  
Girl: Thank you 
Boy: Frustrating 
Girl: Aha 
Boy: Insolent 
Girl: Right 
 
PART TWO 
We will redirect the piece for you. We will ask you to take the character a completely different way 
and see how well you can take direction and adapt to changes.  
 
PART THREE 
You will be given a cold read. This will be a TV Commercial script. You will have a few minutes to 
look at it before you have to perform it. 
 
PART FOUR 
You will be given a ‘word’ and asked to create an Improv based around it. If you need help with it, 
we will help you by offering suggestions. This part is really to assess where you are up to with 
Improv.
